Apologetics: A Reasonable Belief in...God’s Word

We began our series ‘Apologetics: A Reasonable Belief” by discussing why it is important
to understand the truths of our faith and reasonableness of believing it. We first showed that
it is reasonable to believe in an intelligent, purposeful, and moral being who intended for us
to exist. We also showed that all of our efforts to understand God on our own (through Sci-
entific Observation and Religion Experience) were unreliable or incomplete. For the bal-
ance of this series, we will address the Bible as the unique revelation of God’s truth about
himself and his creation, and Jesus as the son of God and the redeemer of a fallen creation.

This week’s discussion centers on the properties of the Bible that make it uniquely
trustworthy among the various claims of ‘divine revelation’

Many Religions, Only One Truth
There are many religions that claim to possess books containing the word of God, including
Buddhism, Islam, Hinduism, Sikhism, Cheondoism, and Scientology.

Unlike any of these other books, the Bible’s claims can be tested, and they pass the test!
Testing the Bible

The Test of History — The Contents of the Bible are Reliable.

Today’s text of the Bible has been shown to be consistent with the original documents
through extensive documentary analysis, going all the way back to a generation or two after
Christ!

The Test of Authority — The Subject of the Bible is Authoritative.

Unlike other so-called ‘Messengers of God’, Jesus claimed divine authority, and demon-
strated it through numerous public miracles. His message of salvation was firmly connected
to his repeated demonstration of his divinity. The Apostles continue to appeal to these
events as a way of explaining the authority by which they preach the Gospel.

Example: When Peter preaches to the Jews he appeals to the crucifixion and resurrection of Jesus,
and their own miraculous healing of a lame man, a fact which the Jews do not deny. (Acts 3)

Example: When Paul wants to remind the Corinthians of why they believed him in the first place,
he appeals to the witnesses of the resurrection, many of whom are still alive. (I Corinthians 15)

Next week, we talk about the role of the Holy Spirit in putting the Bible together, and
in helping us to understand the Bible.

Kingdom Kids Ministry utilizes Generations of Grace curriculum for children
ages 2 through grade 5. Generations of Grace is a biblically based and God-
centered curriculum that, over a three-year period, covers the Old Testament
historical books, the life of Christ, and lessons from Acts and Revelation.

Every week, children in each age range learn from the same passage of Scrip-
ture in a way that is appropriate for their respective age levels. This enables
families to discuss one passage together each week, reinforcing the lesson that
children have learned in Sunday School. We hope to encourage you to engage
your child in discussion on the things they learned about today.

THIS WEEK’S KEY VERSE:
"In you (Abram) all the families of the earth shall be blessed." (Genesis 12:3)

SUMMARY OF TODAY’S LESSON:

Our students were taught today the three promises about Jesus in the book of
Genesis: the promise to destroy the power of Satan (bringing an end to the
power of death), the promise to bless the families of the earth through the seed
of Abraham and Isaac, and the promise that a great ruler would come from the
tribe of Judah--Jesus, the Messiah! As we approach the Christmas season, we
understand that the book of Genesis lays the groundwork for the celebration of
Christmas by showing the origin of sin and demonstrating man's need for a Sav-
ior. Abraham waited 25 years for the birth of Isaac. Joseph waited for 10 years
in Egypt. When these promises were fulfilled, there was incredible joy. So it is
with Christmas. There is incredible joy as we remember the birth of Christ, the
One in whom salvation from sin is complete.
