It is important that we mark with some precision the events that occurred on
this memorable Day of Pentecost. While the 120 believer’s were engaged in
prayer, a sudden rushing sound was heard like that which accompanies an
earthquake. It swept through the room and filled it with a new and inspiring
atmosphere. This wind was followed by a central flame of fire that came
apart and settled upon each believer’s head. These mystic symbols soon
passed but they left the disciples with a conscious sense of God’s presence
and power in their lives.
